
NEW PARKS AND SAFER
CROSSINGS FOR WOOLOOWIN 

Larger parks and new cycle and pedestrian 
pathways will be built, and local waterways will 
be rehabilitated. 

In addition to this, construction contractors, 
Thiess John Holland, have contributed $3 million to 
fund a separate Urban Mitigation and Community 
Development project for Wooloowin and the 
surrounding area to offset the impacts of the 
additional worksite on Rose Street. The Queensland 
Coordinator-General has now approved the plan, 
which includes a new park on Rose Street and 
safer pedestrian/cyclist crossings. 

Detailed design work has already started and this 
year, enhancements to Melrose Park, including 
construction of a new pedestrian bridge and 
improvements to the Shaw Road crossing, 
will begin. Works will begin in April to transform 
the Wooloowin worksite into a quiet, leafy pocket 
park for the local community to enjoy 
(please see timeline over page).

CNI is overseeing the project and has recently 
appointed well-regarded Queensland urban 
designers, PLACE Design Group. 

You may have already seen workers out at key 
locations. They have been gathering further 
technical information through onsite surveying 
and geotechnical drilling prior to work starting 
on the Melrose Park upgrade and the new 
pedestrian bridge. 

The project team is continuing discussions with 
Brisbane City Council, who will be responsible 
for maintenance of the parks and crossing 
upon completion.

As you may be aware, more than three and a half hectares of new parkland 
and over a million new plants will be provided for residents in the northern 
suburbs upon completion of the Airport Link projects in 2012.

KEY ELEMENTS OF THE 
FINAL DESIGN INCLUDE:
�%�� The pocket park at Rose Street will 

be predominantly green open space, 
with a path, tree and shrub planting 
along boundaries, a shelter with 
picnic facilities and a sculptural play 
area for children

�%�� Upgrade works to Melrose Park 
including a new concrete path along 
the park boundary; improved BBQ 
facilities and more seating; enhanced 
character entry gates and additional 
trees planted along park boundaries 

�%�� Construction of a pedestrian bridge at 
the southern end of Melrose Park to 
improve pedestrian connectivity and 
safety along Rose Street

�%�� Development of a Shaw Road cycle 
and pedestrian refuge 

�%�� Development of Chalk Street and 
Shaw Road gateway entry statements.
